Dear Friends, 

 

On Wednesday, February 14th, the season of Lent began.  What is Lent exactly?  Histori-

cally, Lent is the 40-day period before Easter.  Lent begins with Ash Wednesday and ends on the 

Saturday before Easter Sunday.  Because Sunday is the day on which Christ arose, it is an inap-

propriate day to fast and mourn our sins; these Sundays are not counted as part of the 40 days.  

On Sunday we must celebrate Christ's resurrection for our salvation.  

 The Season of Lent is 40 days long because this is a traditional number in the Bible for 

times of discipline, devotion, and preparation.  Moses stayed on Mount Sinai 40 days, Israel won-

dered 40 years on the desert, the spies were in the land for 40 days, Elijah traveled 40 days before 

he reached the cave where he had his vision, Nineveh was given 40 days to repent, and most im-

portantly, prior to undertaking his ministry, Jesus spent 40 days in wilderness praying and fasting.  

 Lent has been traditionally a time of prayer, fasting, repentance, and remembering.  Jesus 

Christ used a 40-day period of prayer and fasting to prepare for his earthly ministry, which ended 

in his death and resurrection.   

Are we not called to be imitators of Christ?  It is fitting for us to imitate Christ with a 40-day 

time of prayer, study, fasting, remembrance, forgiveness, and recommitment to his kingdom.  This 

40-day time period is an excellent time for us to prepare for the celebration of his ministryôs climax, 

Good Friday and Easter Sunday. 

 May Jesus Christ speak to us all during this Lenten Season.
